	Project Purpose: This project will be phase 1 of the implementation of planned corridor improvements identified in Henning's Community Transportation Planning Grant for their Main Street. The purpose of this project is to create a safe, ADA compliant, and comfortable environment for pedestrians and vehicles along the Town's only commercial and retail corridor. There is a desire by the residents to revitalize their Main Street and bring activity back to this corridor. Basic infrastructure improvements are required and this funding is needed to begin the process.
	Connectivity Need: The Town of Henning has 1 business corridor which is SR209/Main Street. The Gateway entries to the Town happen from all directions at or along this corridor. The surrounding residential community and a significant cultural asset (Alex Haley Home and Museum) connect directly to this corridor. The planned improvements along SR209/Main Street will allow for safe and comfortable movement along this commerical/retail/cultural corridor.
	Safety Need: Vehicular speed control has been a consistent problem along the SR209/Main Street within the Town limits. Deteriorated sidewalks have created ADA compliance problems which cause difficulty navigating the corridor. Street crossings are needed to move pedestrians safely across the roadway. Updated traffic control is needed for both pedestrians and vehicles.
	Prior Planning: TDOT Community Transportation Planning Grant (CTPG) Corridor Study
	Phase Identification: 5 phases of implementation have been identified in the CTPG study This project would implement improvements along SR209/Main Street from the intersection at Graves Ave (SR87) to Thum Ave at the City Hall while also performing some of the required assessment of the Southern portion of Main Street. This assessment will provide guidance to the next phase of construction moving South from Thum Ave.
